The solution for the family. He shall turn the 
heart of the fathers to  the children and the heart 
of the children to  the fathers. Both are equally 
distracted and apart from one another. Both are 
equally responsible for reconciliation. Yet, it is 
clear that the pride, instability and deceitfulness 
of the human heart will refuse the reconciliation 
God intends for the family.

within the heart of each father and each child 
for complete family healing and restoration of 
this is enabled only by the Holy Spirit.

A failure to heed the word of God will bring 
judgment. When God speaks  in His  word, and 
where there is a refusal to heed the word, there 
is a coming judgment.

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Pope Francis has acknowledged that a “gay lobby” exists in the Curia, which is the 
power structure of the Roman Catholic Church.   In a meeting with leaders of 

Catholic communities of priests and nuns from Latin America, the pope said: “In 
the Curia, there are holy people. But there is also a stream of corruption. 
The ‘gay lobby’ is mentioned, and it is true, it is there. We need to see 
what we can do” (“Pope Francis,” CNN Belief Blog, June 11, 2013). The 
pope was referring to reports that  appeared in Italian newspapers in 2012 
based on leaks to journalists from Vatican insiders. La Repubblica said 
there are “high-level Vatican clergy involved in homosexual affairs.” Of 
course, there is no real news here. In 2003 the Roman Catholic Church in 
Ireland agreed to pay $110 million to avoid further sex scandal litigation. 
There could be as many as 3,000 sex abuse victims there. In America, the 
Catholic Church has paid out  more than $1 BILLION to settle lawsuits 
against immoral priests. The Bishop Accountability organization said that 
more than 4,000 priests have been accused of abusing children (“US Church 
to Pay 12.6 Million,” AFP, Aug. 11, 2008). That  represents roughly 10% of 
the Catholic priests in America, and those statistics only include those that 
have been formally accused. A conservative Catholic organization 
documented this wretched business in the fall/winter 2002 issue of the 
magazine Ad Majorem Dei Gloriam, observing: “… the overwhelming 
majority of sexual abuse cases in the Catholic Church--about 90%--involve 
homosexual priests preying on teenage boys. The major media and the U.S. 
culture at large want  to deny or spin the homosexual factor out of the 
scandal.” Many books have documented this issue, including Pedophiles 
and Priests by Philip Jenkins (1996), Lead Us Not into Temptation: 
Catholic Priests and the Sexual Abuse of Children by Jason Berry (2000), 

A Gospel of Shame: Children, Sexual Abuse, and the Catholic Church by

WHY ARE SOME SBC LEADERS MAINSTREAMING ISLAM?

POPE SAYS THERE IS A STREAM OF CORRUPTION 
IN THE ROMAN CURIA
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Joseph Atick, one of the inventors of facial 
recognition software, is calling for government 
regulation on the technology to avoid infringement 
of privacy. Atick says, “What’s unique about  face 
recognition is the fact  that you can do it 
s u r r e p t i t i o u s l y, f r o m a d i s t a n c e , a n d 
continually” (“Big Brother is big business?” 60 
Minutes, May 16, 2013). Atick is concerned not  only 
about the government’s abuse of the technology, but 

also about  business, saying, “Big Brother is no 
longer big government; Big Brother is big business.” 
Companies are installing cameras in billboards and 
mannequins to observe customers and learn their 
habits. A system called Facedeals, now in testing, 
recognizes a customer when he or she enters a store 
a n d s e a r c h e s f o r 
i n f o r m a t i o n o n t h e 
individual to instantly 
offer tailor made deals, 
such as a special offering 
on a favorite food or other 
i t e m , s e n t t o t h e 
customer’s phone.

“The number of home-
schooled children in the 
U n i t e d S t a t e s h a s 
increased by 75 percent 
since 1999, according to a 

new report  published in Education News. The study's 
findings serve as more proof that a growing number of 
parents are rejecting public schools. According to the 
report, discrepancies in achievement  between sexes, 
income levels, and ethnicity are non-existent  in home 
schooling. ‘Recent studies laud home-schoolers’ 
academic success, noting their significantly higher ACT-
Composite scores as high schoolers and higher grade 
point  averages as college students,’ the report said. 
Researchers also found the number of primary-aged home 
school kids is growing seven times faster than public 
school kids. ... Currently, 4 percent of all school-age 
children are educated at home.”

Frank Bruni (2002), Religious Life 
without Integrity: The Sexual Abuse 
Crisis in the Catholic Church by 
Australian Catholic historian Barry 
Coldrey (2001), Betrayal: The Crisis 
in the Catholic Church  by the 
investigative staff of the Boston Globe 
(2002), and AMChurch Comes Out by 
Paul Likoudis, editor of The Wanderer, 
the oldest independent Catholic 
newspaper in the U.S. (2002). In 2000, 
the Kansas City Star newspaper 
published a book-length series of 
articles documenting that “Catholic 
seminaries in the 1960s joined in the 
sexual liberation frenzy of the decade; 
that  many seminarians and priests 
embraced an active homosexual 
lifestyle in and out of the seminary; 
that many of these homosexual 
seminarians went  on to ordination and 
were groomed for and entrusted to 
high positions by their superiors.”

16, 2013: “The ‘brave new world’ of human cloning apparently has arrived, and critics are waving the warning 
flags. Oregon-based scientists reported Wednesday (May 15) they had cloned human embryos, reportedly the 
first  successful attempt  at  such cloning, as a means of producing embryonic stem cells. The researchers extracted 

stem cells from the clones, destroying the days-old human 
embryos in the process. The scientists used basically the same 
cloning method utilized in 1996 by Scottish researchers to create 
the first  cloned mammal, Dolly the sheep. News of the successful 
experiment seemed certain to revive the cloning controversy, 
which has been dormant in recent years. ... Critics--who point  out 
cloning an embryo for experimentation is reproductive by nature 
because a new human being has been created--criticized the 
successful research announced in the journal Cell as both 
unethical and unnecessary. ... ‘Let’s be clear -- what these 
researchers are doing is creating a cloned human being in order 
to destroy that human being to harvest its stem cells for the 
benefit of older and bigger human beings,’ Southern Baptist 
ethicist  Richard Land told Baptist Press. ‘There are words for 
such activity--barbaric and uncivilized.’”

18, 2013: “Google’s big keynote at its 
I/O developers conference this week 
wore me out. ... With every new product 

update, every new feature, every new virtual service, 
it  became more and more clear that  Google isn’t  just 
a search company that makes loads of cash by 
showing you ads. ... Google isn’t  just the backbone of 
the Internet anymore. It’s rapidly becoming the 
backbone of your entire life, all thanks to data you’re 
voluntarily giving up to a private company based on 
your Web searches, photos, Gmail messages, and 
more. After spending three days at  I/O this week, it 
became more apparent than ever that  unless millions 
(billions?) of people suddenly change their mind and 
start  using alternative tech tools, or unless the 
government steps in waving the anti-trust  banner, our 
lives, our history, and our personal wealth could be 
managed by one company--Google. It’s most 
apparent  in Google Now, a voice-powered personal 
assistant that launched on Android phones last  year. 
Google Now ... is the embodiment of that  geeky 
dream of a ‘Star Trek Computer,’ an intelligent 
machine that  understands natural language and real-
world context  to assist  you before you even know you 
need assistance. Google Now scans your email and 

knows when your Amazon package is arriving. It 
knows what sports scores to show you based on the 
teams you've searched for. It knows what  stock prices 
to show you based on the companies you search for. 
It  scans your calendar and reminds you when to leave 
to make your appointment on time. And all that  data 
is delivered to you without you having to ask. ... 
Google recently launched the app on iPhones and 
iPads, and it’s coming to the desktop soon if you use 
the Chrome Web browser. Next  year, you’ll be 
wearing Google Now on your face if you buy Google 
Glass.”

 “He shall cover thee with his feathers, and under his wings shalt thou trust: his truth shall be thy 
shield and buckler” (Psa. 91:4). This is a wonderful metaphor, which speaks both of God’s tender 
compassion and His almighty  ability to protect. Of course, a chicken is a weak creature; her wings are 
not very strong and she is not very wise; but in the first two verses, the Psalmist has emphasized 
God’s capability as Protector. First, He is elyon, the most High. This is first used in Genesis 14:18-22, 
where the emphasis is on the fact that  God rules over all and is the possessor of all things. Second, He 
is Shaddai, the Almighty. The Hebrew word shadday is from shadad, which means “to be burly, i.e. 
(figuratively) powerful (passively, impregnable)” (Strong). Our God is the Warrior of warriors, the 
invincible One. Third, He is Jehovah, the self-existent, eternal I Am, the faithful and all-dependable 
covenant-keeper. Fourth, He is elohiym, the trinitarian Creator. “Elohiym always occurs in a plural 
form accompanied by  a singular verb, which would be bad grammar in connection with anyone but 

God. But God can say, ‘We is’ because He 
exists in three persons and yet is one God. 
The first occurrence of elohiym links it with 
creation. Elohim is God as creator. The 
thought is that of power” (Phillips). Thus, to 
hide under the shadow of God’s “wings” is 
to hide in an impregnable place! God will 
not run from danger; He will not change His 
mind; He will not break His promises. His 
defenses are impregnable. Jesus also used 
the metaphor of a hen and her chicks. “O 
Jerusalem, Jerusalem, which killest the 
prophets, and stonest them that are sent  unto 
thee; how often would I have gathered thy 
children together, as a hen doth gather her 
brood under her wings, and ye would 
not!” (Luke 13:34). Israel refused her 
Messiah’s tender entreaty, but any lowly 
Gentile today can flee to Him for salvation 
and take eternal and daily shelter under His 
all powerful wings.
